D. C. Transit System , Inc., has filed an application to make a

minor revision of the Fourth Street Line , Route V - 2. The rerouting

was made necessary by a change in traffic regulations by the District

of Columbia, which closed 0 Street , between Fourth and Canal Streets.

The following is a detailed description in the change in route:

(a) NORTHBOUND. NO CHANGE OF ROUTE

(b) SOUTHBOUND OPERATION REROUTED

From the intersection of 4th and 0 Streets, S. W.,

south on 4th Street , east on P Street , north on

1st Street , east on 0 Street and south on Half

Street to the terminal stand.

(c) ELIMINATED PORTION OF THE ROUTE

On 0 Street , S. W., between 4th and 1st Streets.

The proposed rerouting will not change the frequency of scheduled

number of trips operated over route V-2 and the Commission is of the opinion

and finds that the proposed rerouting should be approved and that a hear-

ing on this matter is not necessary.

THEREFORE , IT IS ORDERED that D. C. Transit System , Inc., be, and

it is, hereby authorized to reroute the Fourth Street Line, Route V-2,

as hereinabove designated , to be effective immediately.
