On February 12, 1965, W M A Transit Company filed an appli-
cation requesting regular route authority to render service in the
Carrollton, Maryland area, as follows:

NORTHBOUND :

Leave intersection of Lamont Place and Lamont Street
via South on Lamont Street; thence southeast on River-
dale Road ; northeast on Maryland No. 450; northeast on
Maryland No. 564; north on Telegraph Road; north on
Cipriano Road; west on Glenn Dale Road ; west on Green-
belt Road; north on Beltway Plaza Service Road to Bus
Stand at Klein ' s Department Store.

SOUTHBOUND:

Leave Bus Stand at Klein's Department Store via west
and south on Beltway Plaza . Service Road; thence east
on Greenbelt Road ; east on Glenn Dale Road ; south on
Cipriano Road; south on Telegraph Road; southwest on
Maryland No. 564; southwest on Maryland No. 450; north-
west on Riverdale Road .; north on Lamont Street; west
on Quentin Street ; northeast La Lamont Place to bus
stand at intersection of Lamont Place and Lamont Street.
