On November 2, 1966, D. C. Transit System, Inc., filed
Application No. 397 to extend Route K-6 on a permanent basis
to White Oak. Shopping Center in the following manner:

New Hampshire Avenue — Chillum Road Line, Route K~-6

Discontinued Loop (at Naval Ordnance)

From New Hampshire Avenue and Ruppert Road, west on
Ruppert Road, north on E. Nolcrest Drive and east on
Shindler Drive to New Hampshire Avenue.

Extension to White Oak Shopping Center

Outbound - From the intersection of New Hampshire
Avenue and Ruppert Road, northerly on New Hampshire
Avenue, easterly on Lockwood Drive and over roadways
of the Shopping Center to the Sears Store at White
Oak.

Inbound - From Terminal at Sears Store, over road-
ways of the White Oak Shopping Center to Lockwood



Drive, westerly on Lockwood Drive and southerly on
New Hampshire Avenue to Shindler Drive, thence over
regular route.

By Order No. 610, D. C. Transit System, Inc., was
granted 180 days temporary authority to extend Route X-6,
effective June 12, 1966, and the Company has been operating
this route pursuant to that Order.

On December 2, 1966, a public hearing was held at the
offices of the Commission to make the temporary authority
permanent. Notice of the application and hearing thereon
was in compliance with the Commission's regulations.

There were no protests to the application.

Mr. Raymond Russell, Director, Traffic Research, D. C.
Transit, testified for the applicant. His testimony was
that the Sears Roebuck Company had opened a new facility
in the White Oak Shopping Center, during March, 1966, and
had provided layover facilities to D. C. Transit so that
patrons could be transported to the main entrance of the
store. He further testified that the White Oak area is
rapidly developing with high rise and garden type apart-
ments. He placed an exhibit into the record showing that
patronage on the line was sufficient to make the service
self~supporting.

The Commission is of the opinion, and finds, that the
public convenience and necessity require the extension of
Route K-6.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:
1. That D. C. Transit System, Inc., be, and it is

hereby, granted authority to extend Route K-6 as described
herein.



2. That D. C. Transit System, Inc., Certificate of
Public Convenience and Necessity No. 5, be, and it is hereby,
amended by incorporating First Revised Page 8, Cancelling
Original Page 8, as attached hereto and made a part hereof.

junction Carroll Avenue and return over the same
route.

No. 47 From junction Sligo Avenue and Fenton Street over
Fenton Street to junction Philadelphia Avenue,
thence over Philadelphia Avenue to junction Carroll
Avenue, thence over Carroll Avenue to junction
Ethan Allen Avenue, thence over Ethan Allen Avenue
to junction East-West Highway, thence over East-West
Highway to junction Ager Road, thence over Ager Road
to junction East-West Highway, thence over East~West
Highway to junction Queens Chapel Road, thence over
Queens Chapel Road to junction Baltimore Boulevard and
return over the same route.

No. 48 From junction Queéens Chapel Road and Carsom Circle over
Carson Circle to junction LaSalle Road, thence over
LaSalle Road to junction 19th Avenue, thence over 19th
Avenue to junction Chillum Road, thence over Chillum
Road to junction Maryland-D. C, Line at Eastern Avenue
and return over the same route.

#No., 49 From junction Maryland-D. C. Line at Eastern Avenue and
New Hampshire Avenue, over New Hampshire Avenue to junction
Lockwood Drive, thence over Lockwood Drive to the White Qak
Shopping Center and return over the same route.
