This matter is before the Commissicon on respondent’s response
to Order No. 9667, served June 16, 2006.

Commission Regulation No. 58 requires respondent to insure the
revenue vehicles operated under Certificate No. 43 for a minimum of
45 million in combined-single-limit liability coverage and maintain on
file with the Commission at all times proof of coverage in the form of
a WMATC Certificate of Insurance and Policy Endorsement (WMATC
Ingurance Endorsement) for each policy compriging the minimum.

Certificate No. 43 was automatically suspended on April 15,
2006, pursuant to Regulation No. 58-02 when the $5 million primary
WMATC Insurance Endorsement on file for respondent terminated without
replacement. Order No. 9492, served April 17, noted the automatic
guspension and gave respondent thirty days to replace the terminated
endorsement, and pay a §$50 late fee as required by Commission
Regulation No. 67-03(c), or face revocation. Certificate No. 43 was
revoked when respondent did not comply.

Under Title II of the Compact, Article XIII, 8Section 4{a},
respondent had thirty days to challenge Order No. 9667. Respondent
timely challenged the order on June 30, asserting that the necessary
“insurance papers” had been filed and the $50 late fee paid.

Although the necessary WMATC Insurance Endorsement was on file
with the Commission when Order No. 9667 was igsued on June 16, the
record 1is clear that respondent had yet to pay the §$50 late fee.
Consequently, it was not error for the Ccocwmission to issue Order
No 9667. However, congidering that respondent is now in compliance with
Order No. 9667, we will reopen this proceeding on our own initiative and
reinstate Certificate No. 43.°
