This matter is before the Commission on respondent’s failure to
respond to Order No. 12,174, served October 1, 2009.

Order No. 12,174 affirmed Commission Order No. 12,121, served
August 18, 2009, which assessed a combined civil forfeiture of $10,750
against respondent, suspended all but $2,750, and directed respondent
to pay the net forfeiture of $2,750 within thirty days. Order
No. 12,121 stipulated that the full combined forfeiture of $10,750
would be immediately due and payable If applicant failed to timely pay
the net forfeiture of $2,750. Order No. 12,174 extended the payment
deadline to October 31, 2009. Respondent has yet to respond.

In addition, Order No. 12,174 suspended Certificate No. 1078
for respondent’s willful failure to submit a copy of the for-hire
registration card for respondent’s sole revenue vehicle as directed by
Order No. 12,121. Order No. 12,174 gave respondent until October 31,
2009 to show cause why the Commission should not revoke Certificate
No. 1078 for respondent’s willful Tfailure to comply with this
requirement of Order No. 12,121. Respondent has yet to respond.

Finally, as of November 10, 2009, Certificate No. 1078 also
stands automatically suspended pursuant to Regulation No. 58-12, and a
$50 late fee stands due and payable pursuant to Regulation No. 67-
03(c), for respondent’s willful failure to maintain on file with the
Commission an effective WMATC Insurance Endorsement.

Because respondent has failed to respond to Order No. 12,174
and has offered no explanation for this failure, we find that the full
combined forfeiture of $10,750 stands due and payable and that
respondent has Tfailed to show cause why the Commission should not
revoke Certificate No. 1078.%

THEREFORE, IT 1S ORDERED:

1. That in accordance with the terms of Order No. 12,121, the
full combined forfeiture of $10,750 assessed therein stands immediately
due and payable.

2. That the $50 late insurance fee under Regulation No. 67-
03(c), stands due and payable.

3. That respondent is hereby directed to pay to the Commission
within thirty days of the date of this order, by money order,
certified check, or cashier’s check, the sum of ten thousand eight
hundred dollars ($10,800).

4. That pursuant to Article XlI, Section 10(c), of the Compact,
Certificate of Authority No. 1078 is hereby revoked for respondent’s
willful failure to comply with Order No. 12,121.

5. That within 30 days from the date of this order respondent
shall:
a. remove from respondent’s vehicle(s) the identification
placed thereon pursuant to Commission Regulation No. 61;
b. File a notarized affidavit with the Commission verifying
compliance with the preceding requirement; and
c. surrender Certificate No. 1078 to the Commission.
