....On June 22, 1970, Alexandria, Barcroft, and Washington
Transit Company (A. B. & W.) filed its WMATC Tariff No. 40
-setting forth a new schedule of increased fares and a new
fare zone structure. After suspension of the tariff, regu-
lar formal public hearings were scheduled and are currently
in process.
