By Application No. 1012, filed September 8, 1977, Edwards
Trucking Company, Inc. (Edwards), seeks temporary authority and a certif-
icate of public convenience and necessity pursuant to Title II, Article XII,
Sections 4d(3) and 4(b) respectively, to transport passengers, in charter
operations, between the facilities of Laurel Dialysis Clinic, Inc,., at
or near Laurel, Md., on the one hand, and, on the other, Greater Southeast
Community Hospital and Howard University Hospital, Washington, D, C.
Edwards has entered into a bilateral contract with Laurel Dialysis Clinic,
Inc. (L.D.C,), under which it is to provide one round trip each Monday,
Wednesday and Friday for a 90-day period to commence September 12, 1977.

It is anticipated that 5 to 10 people will be transported on each
day, and service is to be rendered in a 1976, 15-passenger van. In support
of the application, Edwards merely asserts that there is an "emergency need"
for the service, and that unless authority is received by September 12,
1977, the prospective passengers will "be left to their own resources".
Edwards mentions Beltway Limousine Service, Inc, (Beltway), and The Gray
Line, Inc. (Gray Line), as competing carriers who are presently authorized
to perform the proposed service,

The Compact, Title II, Article XII, Section 4(b) provides that an
application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity may be
granted ", . . after hearing held upon reasonable notice . . . ."
Accordingly, a public hearing will be scheduled, and Edwards shall be
assessed an amount preliminarily estimated to cover the expenses which
Title II, Article XII, Section 19 of the Compact requires an applicant
to bear.

Title II, Article XII, Section 4(d)(3) of the Compact authorizes
the Commission to grant temporary authority, in its discretion and without
hearings or other proceedings, to enable the provision of service for
which there is an immediate and urgent need where there is no carrier



service capable of meeting such need. We find that the evidence of record
fails to establish either concurrent criterion. There has been no

showing of how prospective passengers have been transported in the past,

nor has it been shown that such unspecified mode of transportation is
inadequate. As applicant has acknowledged, both Beltway and Gray Line

hold authority embracing that sought herein. In addition, Executive
Limousine Service, Inc., and McMichael School Bus Service, Inc., also

hold appropriate charter authority. 1/ Moreover, both Rehab Transportation,
Inc., 2/ and Ironsides Medical Tranmsportation Corporation are authorized

to transport handicapped or disabled persons, in special operations, between
points in the Metropolitan District. Accordingly, it appears that, to

the extent there may be a need for service, existing carriers are capable
of meeting this need.

For the above reasons, Application No, 1012, insofar as it seeks
temporary authority, shall be denied. Because an immediate and urgent
need has been alleged, however, we hereby waive the 25-day notice require-
ment of Rule 6-01 of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure
and shall schedule a hearing on an expedited basgis.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Application No. 1012 of Edwards Trucking Company, Inc.,
to the extent temporary authority is sought, be, and it is hereby, denied.

2. That, except to the extent denied herein, Application No. 1012
of Edwards Trucking Company, Inc., be, and it is hereby, scheduled for
public hearing to commence Tuesday, October 11, 1977, at 9:30 a.m. in
the Hearing Room of the Commission, Room 314, 1625 I Street, N. W,,
Washington, D. C. 20006,

3. That Edwards Trucking Company, Inc,, be, and it is hereby,
directed to publish once, in a newspaper of general circulation within the
Metropolitan District, notice of said application and the hearing thereon,
in the form prescribed by the staff of the Commission, no later than
Friday, September 23, 1977,

4. That Edwards Trucking Company, Inc., be, and it is hereby,
directed to post in each of its wvehicles, continuously through the date

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of the public hearing, notice of said application and hearing in the form

5. That Edwards Trucking Company, Inc., be, and it is hereby,
directed to produce at said hearing affidavits of said publication gnd
posting,

6. That any person desiring to protest shall file a protest
in accordance with Commission Rule 14, or any person desiring to be heard
in this matter shall so notify the Commission, in writing, no later than
Monday, October 3, 1977, and shall mail a copy of said protest or notice
to counsel of record for applicant, Donald L. Noble, Esquire, Giordano,
Alexander, Haas, Mahoney & Bush, 9401 Indian Head Highway, Oxon Hill,
Md, 20022,

7. That Edwards Trucking Company, Inc., be, and it is hereby,
directed to file with the Commission six copies of a projected revenue
and revenue deductions statement for the proposed service, the original
to be produced at the above-scheduled public hearing, no later tham 12
noon, Wednesday, October 5, 1977, and to serve a copy thereof on each
party of record as of October 3, 1977,

8. That Edwards Trucking Company, Inc., be, and it is hereby,
assessed $250 pursuant to Title IL, Article XII, Section 19 of the Compact,
and directed to deliver said amount to the office of the Commission,
Suite 316, 1625 I Street, N, W., Washington, D. C. 20006, no later than
12 noon, Wednesday, October 5, 1977,
