intervene in Case No. MP-81-03.

2. That the public hearing in Case No. MP-81-03 is scheduled
for Tuesday, April 21, 1981, at 11:00 a.m., and that it will continue,
if necessary, on Monday, May 4, 1981, at R:30 a.m.
