By Order No. 2341, served June 8, 1982, and incorporated by
reference herein, the Commission instituted an investigation pursuant
to Title II, Article XII, Section 4(g) of the Compact for the purpose
of determining whether Authorization No. SP-66-02 of Gallagher Mortgage
Services, Inc. (GMS), should be revoked. GMS was directed to file
within 30 days from the date of service of Order No. 2341 either its
annual report for calendar year 1981 or such other evidence to show
good cause why its authorization should not be revoked.

The 30-day compliance time having elapsed, the Commission
would normally go forward with the revocation process. It is noted,
however, that Authorization No. SP-66-02 expired on July 21, 1982,
inasmich as the contract underlying that authority terminated on that
date, as specified in Commission Regulation No. 70-09(iv). Imn
addition, on June 14, 1982, the Commigssion received a letter from Kane
Delivery, Ltd., advising that GMS was

« + « merged with Kane Delivery, Ltd. and that
there is no longer a need for an authorization by
the Commission to transport passengers in the
Metropolitan District as we no longer have any
contract or business of this nature.

Accordingly, the investigation will be discontinued inasmuch as GMS
holds no authorization or certificate from this Commission.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the investigation into the
compliance with annual report requirements by Gallagher Mortgage
Services, Inc., instituted by Order No. 2341, served June 8, 1982, is
hereby discontinued.
