4. That Louis Miller is hereby made a party respondent in Case
No. MP-84-04.

5. That respondents are hereby directed, within 30 days from

the date of service of this Order, to file completed annual reports for

1983 or to show cause, if any there be, in writing and under oath, why
their respective certificates of public convenience and necessity
should not be suspended or revoked for failure to comply with the
requirement of filing an annual report.
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
