By application filed April 15, 1986, and supplemented April 21,

1986, DSR International, Inc. ("transferor"), seeks Commission approval

pursuant to the Compact, Title II, Article XII, Section 4(h), to

transfer its Authorization Nos. SP-115-01, SP-115-02, SP-115-03, and

SP-115-05 to DSR Dynamic, Inc. ("transferee"), a District of Columbia

corporation. These authorizations, issued to transferor pursuant to

Commission Regulation No. 70, authorize charter operations pursuant to

contracts between transferor and the United States Department of

Agriculture, Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS); the

United States Department of Health and Human Services, National

Institutes of Health (NIH); and the United States Department of Health

and Human Services, Public Health Service (PHS).

Order No. 2850, served April 24, 1986, described the nature of

this application. That order also required transferor to publish

notice of the application and to submit an affidavit attesting to such

publication. Transferor complied with these requirements. No protests

to the application or requests for hearing were filed within the time

established therefor.

This matter comes before us under Title II, Article XII,

Section 4(h) of the Compact which requires that the proposed transfer

be approved by the Commission if it is consistent with the public

interest. The officers, owners, and managers previously conducting the

business will continue to do so from the same office, providing the

same transportation, using the same vehicles. These circumstances can

reasonably be expected to preserve existing compliance fitness and

operational fitness. Continuation of existing authorized contract

operations will have no effect on the competitive balance of the

industry. The terms of the transfer will have no adverse impact on the

finances of the transferee or the rates it charges for its services.

The financial position of the transferee is adequate to sustain

operations. The operating rights sought to be transferred are not

dormant. Based upon consideration of the record, we find the proposed

transfer to be consistent with the public interest.



THEREFORE , IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the application of DSR International , Inc., to

transfer Authorization Nos. SP-115-01, SP-115-02, SP-115-03, and

SP-115-05 to DSR Dynamic , Inc., is hereby approved.

2. That upon compliance with the following paragraph, the

above-described authorizations shall be transferred to and re-issued in

the name of DSR Dynamic, Inc.

3. That DSR Dynamic , Inc., shall file with the Commission (a)

an appropriate i nsurance certificate naming DSR Dynamic, Inc ., as the
insured , ( b) a list of equipment indicating make , model , serial number
and jurisdiction , and vehicle identification number of the vehicles to
be used in performing service under these authorizations, (c)
documentation indicating DSR Dynamic , Inc., owns these vehicles or

appropriate leases if these vehicles are not owned by DSR Dynamic,
Inc., and ( d) two copies of appropriate documentation indicating that

the contracts underlying these authorizations are to be performed by

DSR Dynamic, Inc.

4. That unless applicant complies with the requirements of the
preceding paragraph within 30 days of the date of this order, this
application shall stand denied in its entirety , effective upon the

expiration of the said compliance time.
