By application filed April 11, 1988, Greyhound Lines, Inc.,

("Greyhound" or "applicant") seeks 180 days temporary authority to

transport passengers in charter operations between points in Montgomery

County, Md., as more fully described in the application and in Order

No. 3150,. served April 13, 1988, which order is incorporated herein by

reference. The service would begin May 1, 1988, pursuant to the terms

of a contract between Greyhound and Montgomery County, Md. ("the

County").

Order No. 3150 , generally described the evidence submitted with

the application and provided notice of the pending application. That

date has passed , and no protests have been filed.

Applications for temporary authority are governed by the

Compact , Title 11, Article XII, Section 4(d)(3). Under this section the

applicant is required to show that there is an immediate and urgent

need for the service and that there is no carrier service capable of

meeting such need . Applicant is also required to show-that it is fit

to conduct the proposed service.

After reviewing the evidence submitted in this case, we find

that applicant has met its burden of proof required to obtain a grant

of temporary authority.

The County solicited proposals for the service and selected

Greyhound from the five proponents on the basis of responsibility and

responsiveness through its competitive procurement process . As part of

a general change in the routes and schedules of its Ride-On system, the

County has irrevocably reassigned its drivers and equipment formerly

used to provide the service . The County and the riders an these routes

must now depend upon Greyhound to provide the service beginning May 1,

1988 . We find an immediate and urgent need for this service and no

carrier service capable of meeting such need.



Although Greyhound holds no authority from this Commission, it
is a substantial carrier known to this Commission . 1 / We find
applicant fit to receive a grant of temporary authority . We note that
such a grant creates no presumption that corresponding permanent

authority will be granted. 2/

THEREFORE , IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Greyhound Lines, Inc., is conditionally granted
temporary authority, contingent upon timely compliance with the
requirements of this order, to transport passengers in charter
operations between points in Montgomery County, Md., pursuant to
contract with Montgomery County, Md., dated February 16, 1988.

2. That Greyhound Lines, Inc ., shall file with the Commission,
no later than April 28, 1988: ( a) a certificate of insurance in
accordance with Commission Regulation No. 62 ; ( b) two copies of the
executed contract with Montgomery County, each with a tariff title page
in accordance with Commission Regulation No. 55-04, identified as
"WMATC TEMPORARY AUTHORITY TARIFF NO. AP-88-10"; (c) an equipment list
showing the year,.make, model , serial number , vehicle number , license
plate number and jurisdiction , and seating capacity for each vehicle to
be used in the proposed service; ( d) leases in accordance with
Commission Regulation No. 69 for any vehicle on the equipment list not
owned by applicant ; ( e) evidence that each vehicle on the equipment
list has been registered , inspected , and approved by the State of
Maryland ; and (f ) an affidavit that each vehicle on the equipment list
has been identified in accordance with Commission Regulation No. 67,
for which purpose "WMATC No. 139 " is assigned.

3. That unless Greyhound Lines, Inc ., complies with the
requirements of this order within the time established therefor,
including such additional time as the Commission may direct or permit
by order, the conditional grant of temporary authority contained herein
shall become void, effective upon the expiration of such compliance
time.
