Order No. 3267, served December 19, 1989, required, inter alia,
that Elrod Transportation Service, Inc. (Elrod), and Perkins Ambulance
and Wheelchair Service, Inc. (Perkins):

.« « « file with the Commission an original and four
copies of (a) its most recent balance sheet; (b)
operating statements for 1980, 1982, 1984, and 1986;
(¢) an equipment list indicating make, model, year,
serial number, vehicle number, license plate number
(with jurisdiction), and seating capacity of each
vehicle; (d) a 12-month projection of revenues and
expenses under its existing tariff; and (e) a
12-month projection of revenues and expenses under
the proposed rates, no later than Tuesday,

January 19, 1989, and shall simultaneously serve a
copy of these documents on Vernon A. Williams,
Esquire, 2041 Martin Luther King, Jr. Avenue, S.E.,
Suite 301, Washington, DC 20020.

Order No. 3267 also assessed Elrod and Perkins $100 each pursuant to
Title II, Article XII, Section 19 of the Compact, and directed each to
deliver that amount to the office of the Commission no later than
Thursday, January 19, 1989. Further, the order required their
participation at a prehearing conference held February 9, 1989.



Both Elrod and Perkins have failed to comply with any of the
requirements of Qrder No. 3267.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Elrod Transportation Service, Inc., is directed no
later than 30 days from the service date of this order to comply with
the requirements of Order No. 3267 or show good cause, if any there be,
why its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 50 should
not be suspended or revoked pursuant to Compact, Title II, Article XIT,
Section 4(g), for failure to comply with Order No. 3267.

2. That Perkins Ambulance and Wheelchair Service, Inc., is
directed no later than 30 days from the service date of this order to
comply with the requirements of Order No. 3267 or show good cause, if
any there be, why its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity
No. 126 should not be suspended or revoked pursuant to Compact,

Title II, Article XIT, Section 4(g) for failure to comply with Order
No. 3267.

3. That, if either above-referenced carrier desires a hearing
on this matter, it is directed to so advise the Commissiom, in writing,
within 15 days of the service date of this order.
